BY – LAWS

IN THE NAME OF GOD THE FATHER, SON AND HOLY GHOST, AMEN.

WE THE CLERGY AND LAITY OF NAME OF PARISH ANGLICAN CHURCH, acting in accordance with the Affirmation of St. Louis, and

DESIRING TO CONTINUE in and to pass on to our children unchanged and

undefiled the ANGLICAN tradition of the Holy Catholic Faith which we

celebrate in accordance with the Book of Common Prayer of this Church, and

MOVED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT to continue in such Godly Fellowship and to bear

witness to the Catholic and Apostolic Faith delivered to the Fathers of the

Church,

DO NOW ESTABLISH THESE BY-LAWS for the better governance of our Parish

Church

ADOPTED AT THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE PARISH, ON THIS 1st DAY OF JANUARY, IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD, 1998, as amended
SECTION 1

NAME

1.1 The name of this Parish shall be Name of Parish Anglican Church.

SECTION 2

PURPOSE

2.1        STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:

It is the purpose of Name of Parish Anglican Church is to provide the worship,

sacramental life and pastoral ministry of the One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church in LOCATION, in accordance with Anglican tradition in doctrine, worship and discipline, and consistent with the Affirmation of St. Louis, the Constitution and Canon of the Anglican Church in America, and the Canons of this the Diocese of the Northeast. 
2.2        EFFECTING THE PURPOSE:

Name of Parish Church shall give effect To this purpose actively promoting the preaching and teaching of the Word of God as received in the Anglican tradition, by evangelical mission to the community and area in which it is situated, and by exemplifying and recognizing stewardship of the gifts and blessings of God through regular contribution to the maintenance and growth of the wider Church and its propagation of the Holy Gospel.

2.3        TAX STATUS:

Exempt under the Law of the State of NAME STATE as an Independent Tax-exempt Religious Corporation.

SECTION 3

MEMBERSHIP

3.1    MEMBERS:

Any Baptized Christian who declares the desire to be a member of Name of Parish Anglican Church may become a member of this Parish in conformity with the Canons of the Diocese of the Northeast and the Constitution and Canons of the Anglican Church in America.

3.2          VOTING RIGHTS:

The right to vote at lawfully constituted meetings of this Parish is restricted to those members who:

a.     have received The Sacrament of Confirmation and have been duly

entered in the Register of the Parish as  communicants,

b.     have attained eighteen (18) years of age,

c.     have regularly attended services at Name of Parish Anglican Church, if

able, and received The Blessed Sacrament at least three (3) times a year in

Church or Privately, and

d.     have made a recorded contribution of record to the support of the

Parish.

The period of determination for application of sub-paragraphs (c.) and

(d.) of this Sub-section shall be not less than six (6) months prior to the

meeting in question.

3.3    MEMBERSHIP ROLLS:

The following shall be kept:

(a)Members of the Parish – the Roll of Members shall be maintained by

the Rector/Vicar of Name of Parish Anglican Church or his designee.
(b) Voting Members – the Roll of Voting Members of the Parish shall be

updated and otherwise maintained by the Clerk, in consultation with the

Rector/Vicar.  The current Roll of Voting Members shall be available at all

meetings of the Parish.

SECTION 4

4.1            ANNUAL MEETING:

The annual meeting of Name of Parish Church shall be held on the Third

Sunday in April, weather permitting, or on the next fair Sunday thereafter.

(a)         Vestrymen shall be elected to fill all expired terms and other

vacancies on the Vestry,

(b)         The Officers of the Parish shall be elected,

(c)          The delegates and alternates of Name of Parish Church to

the forthcoming Diocesan Synod shall be elected.

(d)         Reports shall be made concerning the parochial statistics for

the previous calendar year.

(e)          A Budget for the New Year shall be presented and voted upon.

A special meeting of Name of Parish Church may be held upon the call of the Rector/Vicar, if there be one, or by the Wardens in concurrence. Notice of any such special meeting shall be given at all services upon two consecutive Sundays prior to the meeting and by mail in the church bulletin or otherwise.  Such notice shall give the date, place, time and purpose of the special meeting.

4.2                QUORUM:

The presence of twenty-five percent (25%) of the voting members as defined

in Section 3.2 (a., b., c., d.) shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any annual or special meeting.

4.3                 PRESIDING OFFICER:

The Rector/Vicar shall preside at any annual or special meeting.  In the absence of the Rector/Vicar, the Senior Warden shall preside.

4.4                 VOTING:

All proposals shall be adopted by the affirmative vote of the Voting Members present, entitled to vote and voting.  Members abstaining shall not be counted as voting.  Except as otherwise provided in these By-Laws and the Canons of this Diocese, a simple majority of the votes cast shall carry any proposal.  Proxy voting in any form shall not be permitted.  Voting may be accomplished by a show of hands or a rising vote.  Upon motion duly made and seconded by three (3) voting members.  The Presiding Officer shall appoint tellers for the counting of votes, whether by show of hands or secret ballot.  The Clerk shall certify and record the results of any elections.

4.5                PROCEDURE:

All matters of procedure not covered by these By-Laws or by the Canons of this Diocese shall be resolved by reference to the latest available edition of Robert’s Rules of Order.

SECTION 5

VESTRY AND OFFICERS

5.1                 VESTRY:

(a) Composition:  The Vestry of Name of Parish Anglican Church shall include as lay members Wardens, Elected Officers and Elected Vestrymen.

(b) Terms of Vestry-members:  The term of office of vestrymen shall be three

(3) years upon approval of these by-laws.  Name of Parish Anglican Church shall

then elect as vestry-members, One for three (3) years, One for Two (2) Years

and One for One (1) Year, so that, following the first such election of

vestrymen, the term of one such class shall expire each year.

(c)  Eligibility:  Any voting member of Name of Parish Church shall be eligible for election to the Vestry or as an officer of the Parish, except that any vestry-member who has served a full term of three (3) years shall not be eligible for re-election for a waiting period of one (1) year from the expiration of said term.  A vestry-member elected to fill a vacancy and thus serve the un-expired portion of a term shall be eligible for re-election without a waiting period.

(d) Responsibilities:  The Vestry shall be responsible to ensure that provisions are made for a suitable and properly maintained place of worship and Christian Education; To provide and maintain a suitable rectory or alternative residence for the Rector/Vicar and also to provide to the extent possible for Sacred Music as an adjunct to worship; to ensure that the Clergy in the service of Name of Parish Church are fairly compensated;  to ensure provision to the extent possible of a teaching staff and materials for the Christian Education of children and adults; to ensure that the statistical data in proper form are gathered and kept, upon which to base the required reports to the Diocese; to ensure provision to the extent possible of other  necessities in support of the work of the Parish; and to endeavor to set by their own lives an example of Christian Life.

(e) Powers:  The Vestry shall have power to collect and determine the expenditure of funds; to fix and adjust the compensation and benefits of Clergy and Lay employees subject to the provision of the Diocesan and/or National Canons regarding Clergy Benefits; to contract for goods and services; to purchase, sell, exchange, construct, demolish, entrust, pledge and  hypothecate in whole or in part the real and personal property of Name of Parish Anglican Church subject to the approval of a Parish Meeting and the National Church and Diocesan Canons concerning consecrated temporalities;

and generally to perform in good faith such lawful acts as will secure to Name of Parish Anglican Church a suitable and properly maintained place of worship and will promote the stability and temporal prosperity of the Parish.

(f) Contracts:  Any contracts made between Name of Parish Church and any other party shall be signed and executed by the Rector/Vicar on behalf of the Vestry;  in the event that the Rector/Vicar is Incapacitated or the office is vacant, the Parish Clerk may sign and execute such contracts on behalf of the Vestry.

No contract or agreement shall be permissible or valid unless first approved

by resolution of the Vestry, duly recorded in the minutes of the Vestry.

5.2     MEETINGS:

The Vestry shall meet once per month at a time and place announced at least

one week in advance at all services on a Sunday or Sundays, or otherwise upon notification to all members of the Vestry.  By common Consent a monthly meeting may be canceled when a quorum seems unlikely to be achieved or there

is no urgent business to transact; in such case The  Clerk shall ensure that notice is given to each member of the Vestry.  Meetings of the Vestry may be called by the Rector/Vicar, or by the Wardens jointly.  One Warden and a simple majority of the elected vestry-members shall constitute a sufficient quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Vestry.  Only for and extraordinary and clearly justifiable reason and upon due notice to the Rector/Vicar, may a special Meeting of the Vestry be held in the absence of the Rector/Vicar. The Rector/Vicar or Priest/Deacon-in-Charge shall be Chairman of the Vestry and shall preside at any meeting thereof.  In the discretion or unavoidable absence of the Rector/Vicar or Priest/Deacon-in-Charge, the Senior Warden shall preside. The Vestry may invite or permit attendance at a Vestry meeting by non-members of the Vestry.  However, any Vestry meeting at which non-members are present may be adjourned to executive session upon motion duly made, seconded and carried.
Except as otherwise provided in these By-Laws, all actions of the Vestry may be taken by simple majority vote of those member of the Vestry present and voting.  Abstentions shall not be counted as votes. All matters of procedure not covered by these By-Laws, The Canons of the Diocese of the Northeast and those of The Anglican Church in America shall be resolved by reference to the latest available edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Revised.

5.2                 IMPLIED CONSENT:

A member of the Vestry in attendance at a Vestry meeting shall with respect to any action approved without vote be presumed to have assented to such action unless his dissent shall have been entered in the minutes of the meeting.

(1)  Action without a Meeting:  Any action, which could lawfully be taken by the Vestry at a duly convened meeting, may be taken without a meeting upon the Polling of the Vestry by Telephone or e-mail.  The Senior Warden or Clerk of the Vestry shall do the polling.

5.3                 OFFICERS:

(a)     CHURCHWARDENS:  There shall be a Senior Warden and a Junior Warden.

(i)  The Senior Warden shall be Vice-Chairman of the Vestry and shall assist the Rector in all matters of administration.  When there is no Rector he/she shall exercise Lay Leadership of Name of Parish Anglican Church, shall maintain

contact with the Bishop and shall lead the search for a new Rector/Vicar.

(ii) The Junior Warden shall assist and collaborate with the Rector and the Senior Warden in matters with primary concern for the plant and premises of the place of worship, and all other Parish Property. The Junior Warden shall act for the Senior Warden in case of the absence or inability of the Senior Warden.

(iii)  Terms of Office of the Wardens would normally be three (3) years. For the benefit of the Parish a Warden may be elected for a second three-year term of office.

(iv)  Eligibility for election as Churchwarden shall be based upon the candidate’s voting membership in the Parish and his prior service as an elected vestrymen for at least three (3) years.  A candidate may but need not be an elected member of the vestry at the time of election as Churchwarden.

(v)  A Churchwarden who has served as such for a full term of three (3) or a second consecutive term of three years shall not be eligible for re-election for a waiting period of two (2) years from the expiration of said term.  A person elected to fill a  vacancy and thus serve the un-expired portion of a Warden’s term shall be eligible for re-election as Churchwarden without a waiting period.

(b)     Other Officers:

There shall be a Clerk and a Treasurer.

(i)          The Clerk shall maintain the Register of the Parish; shall prepare the agendas, record the meetings and write the minutes of meetings of the Parish and the Vestry; shall give written notice of such meetings when required by these By-Laws; shall maintain contact with the Secretary of the Diocese; and shall under the supervision of the Rector keep the seal and maintain the permanent written records of Name of Parish Church.

(ii)       The Treasurer shall under the supervision of the Vestry keep the accounts, draw and issue checks, transfer balances and make a report of the

same monthly to the Rector/Vicar and Vestry; shall promptly remit to the Treasurer of the Diocese tithes and other contributions made in accordance

with the Diocesan Canons; shall make a financial report to the annual meeting of the Parish; shall close all books of account and financial records for the preceding calendar year by January 10 and as soon as possible thereafter prepare and submit to the Rector/Vicar and Vestry a draft budget for the new calendar year; and shall invest funds of the Parish in such instruments and in such amounts as the Vestry with the Rector/Vicar shall direct.  The Treasurer may be bonded at the discretion of the Vestry and the premium for such bond shall be paid out of the funds of the Parish.

(iii)     Eligibility for election as Clerk or Treasurer shall be solely based upon the candidate’s voting membership in the Parish.  A candidate may but need not be an elected member of the vestry at the time of election as Clerk or Treasurer.  A person having served as Clerk or Treasurer shall be eligible for re-election to that office without a waiting period.

(iv)     The Vestry may appoint assistants to the Clerk and Treasurer for such periods and to exercise such functions, as the Vestry shall determine.

5.4                     NOMINATIONS:

(a)         Nominating Committee – The Vestry shall at least six (6) weeks prior to the annual meeting appoint a Nominating Committee composed of three (3) voting members of the Parish who are not currently vestry-members or officers and are not themselves candidates for election.

(b)         The Nominating Committee shall make nominations to all elective posts in writing at least two weeks prior to the annual meeting of the Parish, and shall make nominations in writing for election to any vacancy at or prior to the special meeting at which such election is held.

(c)          The names of candidates shall be submitted to the Rector/Vicar for certification of eligibility, and the communication to the committee of any factors that would constitute am impediment to their service.

(d)         Nominations from the Floor of the meeting at which an election takes place are in order whether or not nominations in writing have been made at or prior to the meeting.  Providing only that the proposed candidate has given permission for the submission of their name is present at the meeting, and has fulfilled the requirements of “c” above.

5.5                 ENTRY INTO OFFICE:

All elected Vestrymen and Officers of Name of Parish Anglican Church shall take

office immediately upon election.  There shall on a succeeding Sunday be a

formal Installation by the Rector/Vicar of newly elected Vestry-members and

Officers during the Principal Sunday Service.

5.6                 VACANCIES:

The Rector/Vicar with the advice and consent of the Wardens and the Vestry shall fill any vacancy occurring among the elected Vestry-members or Officers.  Such appointments shall be only for the remainder of such term or until the next Annual Meeting when an election will fill the vacancy.

5.7          REMOVAL FOR CAUSE:

Any Vestryman or Officer may be removed for cause by vote of the Voting Members of the Congregation with the concurrence of the Rector/Vicar.  Such vote shall not be taken prior to a properly convened Special Meeting of the Congregation at which the person sought to be removed from office has been accorded a full procedural hearing, and such removal shall require the vote of two-thirds (2/3) majority of all the voting members.

SECTION 6

THE PASTORAL RELATIONSHIP

6.1     THE APOSTOLIC PRINCIPLE:

The relationship between the Priest/Deacon and the People as laid down in the Letter of Institution at the beginning of the Office of Institution of Ministers in the 1928 Book of Common Prayer (page 569) shall serve as a guide in all considerations pertaining to the relationship in Name of Parish Anglican Church, especially with regard to matters of compensation and tenure.

6.2            VACANT INCUMBENCY:

During any vacancy the Wardens shall apply to the Bishop for provision of pastoral care to Name of Parish Anglican Church and for timely administration of the sacraments.

6.3            CALLING OF A RECTOR/VICAR:

In accordance with the National and Diocesan Canons, (ACA Canon 44 and DNE

Canon 15.7) the Bishop will present nominees from the priesthood of this Church for consideration by the Vestry or Search Committee.  In this process of nomination, the Vestry or Search Committee may propose to the Bishop that one or more specified Priests be included in the list of nominees.  From the nominees presented by the Bishop, the Search Committee, if there be one, or Vestry may by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote to call one Priest to be the Rector/Vicar of Name of Parish Parish Church.  Upon approval by the Bishop the Candidate Rector/Vicar will then be presented to the Annual or Special Meeting for election by the Voting Members of the Parish.  A two-thirds majority vote of the voting members present will elect.

6.4            DISSOLUTION OF THE PASTORAL RELATIONSHIP:

When the Rector/Vicar desires to resign, he shall first inform the Bishop and afterwards request, in writing, the consent of the Vestry to his resignation.  When the Vestry desire to dissolve the pastoral relationship, they shall first inform the Bishop, in writing, in order that he may properly exercise his pastoral office as ultimate arbiter and judge, in accordance with the Letter of Institution at the beginning of the Office of Institution of Ministers in the 1928 Book of Common Prayer. (page 569).  The Rector/Vicar may not be removed from the incumbency against his will, except in accordance with the procedures of ecclesiastical canon law.  (ACA Canon 43)

6.5            PRIEST OR DEACON IN CHARGE:

In his godly judgment, the Bishop may appoint a Priest-In-Charge or Deacon-In-Charge to Name of Parish Anglican Church, who shall function in the same manner as an incumbent, but without tenure and at the Bishop’s pleasure.

6.6            CURATES:

The Rector/Vicar may appoint one or more clergy as paid or un-stipend assistants with the prior approval of the Bishop and the advice and consent

of the Wardens and Vestry.  The Tenure of any Assisting Clergy shall be at the Rector’s pleasure.

6.7            OTHER CLERGYMEN:

All Clergymen in the Parish, whether on a stipendiary or non-stipendiary basis, shall serve under the direction of the Rector/Vicar and at his pleasure.

SECTION 7

THE RECTOR or PRIEST-IN-CHARGE

7.1            LEADERSHIP:

The incumbent shall lead Name of Parish Anglican Church as Pastor, Priest and Teacher, participating in the councils of the Parish and of the Church at large, and continuing in a relationship of communion with and obedience to the Bishop of The Diocese of the Northeast.  By word, deed and example, he shall maintain the requisite quietness, peace and love agreeable to the glory of God and the nourishment of souls, and conducive to their salvation in this life and the world to come.

7.2            SPIRITUAL AUTHORITY:

The control of the worship and spiritual jurisdiction of Name of Parish Anglican Church shall be vested in the Rector/Vicar, subject to the rubrics of the 1928 Book of Common Prayer, the Constitution and Canons of the Anglican Church in America, the Canons of The Diocese of the Northeast, and the godly counsel of the Bishop.  Informed under all circumstances by the Holy Scriptures, the 1928 Book of Common Prayer, the Constitution and Canons of the Anglican Church in America and the Canons of the Diocese of the Northeast, the Rector /Vicar shall proclaim the Word of God and administer the Sacraments to this portion of Christ’s flock.

7.3            ACCESS TO PROPERTY:

For the purposes of his office and for the full and unhampered discharge of all functions pertaining thereto, the Rector/Vicar shall at all times be entitled to the use and control of the church buildings of Name of Parish Anglican Church with fixtures, appurtenances and furniture thereof.  In addition to use and control of such property for the purposes of his office, the incumbent may grant use of such property to individuals and groups from outside the Parish, following guidelines adopted by the Wardens and Vestry.

7.4            SUPERVISORY RESPONSIBILITIES:

In discharging his responsibility for maintaining the worship of the Parish, the Rector/Vicar shall have immediate supervision of the Music Program, the Organist, Choir, Altar Guild, Lay Readers, Acolytes and any other matters

appurtenant  to worship.

7.5            TEACHING:

The Rector/Vicar shall have charge of the Christian Education Program, with special attention given to instruction for Confirmation and preparation for a Confirmand’s first Holy Communion, and may appoint others to assist him in

this task.

7.6            RECORDS:

The Rector/Vicar shall record or cause to be recorded in the General Register of Name of Parish Church all Baptisms, Confirmations, Marriages and Burials performed, and the names of all the Communicants of the Parish.  He shall also maintain or cause to be maintained a Service Register of attendance at all services and sacramental ministrations.

7.7            APPOINTMENTS:

The Rector/Vicar shall recommend to the Bishop suitable men as candidates to be appointed and licensed as Lay Readers.  He shall appoint suitable persons to the Altar Guild.  He shall with the advice and consent of the Wardens and Vestry appoint persons to such various committees, guilds and groups as necessary to assist in the worship and administration of the Parish or as otherwise desirable; excepting the altar guild, any such committees, guilds or groups shall at all times remain subject to these By-Laws.  For the purpose of his office the Rector/Vicar is considered to be Ex-Officio Chairman of all Vestry or Parish Committees, Guilds or Groups, and no action may be taken without his knowledge and consent.

7.8            TRANSFERS:

The Rector/Vicar upon receiving from a Clergyman a request for the transfer of a Communicant presently or formerly in good standing shall promptly respond by issuing:

(a)     In the case of a transfer sought to another congregation of this Church or of a church in Communion with this Church, a Letter of Transfer containing information as to the baptism, confirmation and present standing of the transferee;

(b)     In the case of a transfer sought to a congregation of a church not in Communion with this Church, a letter acknowledging the subject person’s affiliation with that church.

SECTION 8

WORSHIP

8.1            SERVICES:

Subject to the availability of a Priest or of the consecrated elements, a service of Holy Communion shall be celebrated each Sunday and on Easter Sunday and Christmas Day.  A Holy Communion will be celebrated on the Patronal Feast Day of the Patron of the Parish, should there be one, as well as on all Holy Days as indicated in the 1928 Book of Common Prayer giving every member of the Parish the opportunity to fulfill their duty.  Holy Days may be transferred to the Sunday closest there to at the discretion of the Rector/Vicar.  On Sundays and other days of the week there shall be such additional public services of worship as the Rector/Vicar may determine, always subject to the final authority of the Bishop.

8.2            LITURGY AND MUSIC:

Worship shall be offered according to the Book of Common Prayer in its 1928 American edition or on occasion form any predecessor of the American 1928 Book of Common Prayer, subject to the approval of the Bishop. At the Holy Eucharist or Mass, the Anglican Missal in its American edition, the American Missal and or other books of service as authorized for use under Article X of the Constitution of The Anglican Church in America, together with such forms of Service as shall be authorized by the Bishop shall be used for such celebrations.  The 1940 edition of the Hymnal shall serve as the principal source of music for the congregational worship.  The music of the liturgy, Psalms, Canticles, Vesicles and Responses shall be chanted  whenever practicable using the chants in the 1940 Hymnal or Saint Dunstan Kyriale. Latin or Greek may be used from time to time subject to the approval of the Bishop.

SECTION 9

TEMPORAL PROPERTY

9.1            TITLE TO PROPERTY:

Any temporal property, whether real, personal or mixed, which has been given to or acquired by Name of Parish Anglican Church for the benefit of the Parish shall be held solely for its benefit by the Wardens and Vestry, who shall have over all such non-consecrated property the powers of disposition set forth in section 6.1 (d) of these By-Laws.

9.2            CONSECRATED TEMPORALITIES:

The Rector/Vicar shall have custody, use, and control of all consecrated property of Name of Parish Anglican Church, and no disposition shall be made of any consecrated property without the consent of the Rector/Vicar and prior consultation with the Bishop and the Chancellor of the Diocese of the Northeast.

9.3            UPON DISSOLUTION:

In the event of dissolution of the Parish, the Wardens and Vestry shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all liabilities, dispose of all assets of Name of Parish Anglican Church to The Diocese of the Northeast in such manner as the Wardens and Vestry shall deem appropriate subject to Section 10.2 of these By-Laws.

SECTION 10

SUBORDINATION AND SEVERABILITY

10.1           OVERRIDING AUTHORITY:

These By-Laws shall in every respect be subordinate to the Canons of the Diocese of the Northeast and the Constitution and Canons of the Anglican Church in America, and in any case of conflict between the provisions of these By-Laws and those of the aforesaid authorities, the provisions of those authorities shall prevail.

10.2           SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS:

In the event that any provisions of these By-Laws should be held invalid by reason of conflict with temporal or ecclesiastical law, those provisions not so invalidated shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 11

ADOPTION, EFFECTIVE DATE AND AMENDMENT

11.1            ADOPTION:

These By-Laws shall be adopted by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the voting members present at the next Annual Meeting of Name of Parish Anglican Church after their review and comment by The Bishop and Chancellor of The Diocese of The Northeast and recommendation to said meeting by the Rector/Vicar, Wardens and Vestry of the Parish.

11.2            EFFECTIVE DATE:

These By-Laws shall be effective immediately upon adoption.

11.3            REVISION AND AMENDMENT:

These By-Laws may be revised and amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote taken at an Annual or Special Meeting of the Parish, provided that notice of the proposed changes in the By-Laws shall be given in the weekly bulletin or otherwise given in writing at least six weeks in advance of such meeting, and further provided, that all notices of such meeting shall state that it is being convened for the purpose, among any others, of amending these By-Laws.

11.4            COPIES TO THE DIOCESE:

Two copies of these By-Laws as adopted and two copies of any revisions in or

amendments to these By-Laws shall be promptly delivered to the Secretary of
